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CHAPTER 4 – P. 32 – 41 / P. 43 – 54

Scout finds two pieces of Wrigley’s Doublemint gum in a knothole of a tree on the Radley property.  In the same knothole, Jem and Scout find a foil-covered ring box containing two shiny Indian-head pennies.  They try & fail to figure out who put them there.
The kids play with an old tire; Scout curls up inside and Jem pushes it down the street, but he pushes too hard and she rolls all the way up to the Radley porch.  Scout later reveals to the reader that she had heard someone inside the house laughing.  This, combined with the fact that Atticus caught them playing “Boo Radley,” makes Scout want to stop playing the game.
CHAPTER 5 – P. 41 – 50 / P. 55 – 66

Jem & Dill begin excluding Scout, spending more time in the treehouse.  Lonely, Scout begins spending more time with the neighbor, Miss Maudie. She won’t confirm the Radley rumors and says only that Mr. Radley was a “foot-washing Baptist,” that Arthur was a nice boy, and that their house is a sad one.
*Record in Character Chart:

Miss Maudie Atkinson – neighbor across the street, about 50 years old. Sensible, doesn’t like gossip or rumors, not prejudiced like many others in Maycomb. Loves being outside, gardens in overalls. Listens to the children without talking down to them, lets them play in her yard, and bakes for them.

Jem & Dill decide to give Boo Radley a note asking him to come out. Jem teases Scout for being such a girl, so she agrees to go along. Atticus catches them and tells them to “stop tormenting that man.”
CHAPTER 6 – p. 50 – 57 / P. 67 – 76 
On Dill's last night in Maycomb, he and Jem decide to "peep in the window with the loose shutter to see if they could get a look at Boo Radley." Against her better judgment, Scout goes along. Someone inside the Radley house comes out and fires a shotgun. As the children escape, Jem’s pants get caught on the fence and he has to crawl out of them to escape. After they are home & settled, Jem goes back to get his pants so Atticus won’t find out what they really did.

CHAPTER 7 – P. 57 – 63 / P. 77 – 84

When Jem went back for his pants, he found them folded over the fence, and that they had been sewn. They find a ball of twine in the knothole and debate whether to take it; after a couple days, it’s still there, so they take it.
Jem & Scout find two small dolls carved from soap, a boy & a girl, and discuss the mystery. They find a tarnished medal, which Atticus says is from a school spelling contest from years before, but doesn’t know whose it could be.  Next, they find a pocketwatch and an aluminum knife on a chain, and discuss the mystery more.  Jem & Scout decide they should write a thank you note to whomever has been leaving these treasures for them.
Mr. Nathan fills the knothole with cement; tells the kids that’s what you do when a tree is dying. They ask Atticus; he says the tree is fine, but when they say why they’re asking, Atticus says maybe Mr. Nathan is right; it’s his tree after all. Jem sits alone & Scout can tell he’s been crying but doesn’t understand.
CHAPTER 8 – P. 63 – 75 / P. 85 – 99 
For the first time since 1885, it snows in Maycomb.  Jem & Scout make a “snowman” (mud base, snow coating) that accidentally looks like their neighbor, Mr. Avery, which the adults can’t help but laugh at. That night Miss Maudie’s house burns, and the whole neighborhood comes out to help save her furniture, and to put the fire out and keep it from spreading. As the kids watch from a safe distance, Jem quotes Atticus’ famous line “It’s not time to worry yet.” Back at the Finch house, Atticus notices Scout is wrapped in a blanket, which it is gradually realized was placed on her shoulders by Boo Radley, but the kids were so involved in watching the fire, they missed their chance to see him. The next day, Scout is puzzled to find out that Miss Maudie doesn’t seem upset that her house has burned; she’s busy trying to save what she can of her flowers.

CHAPTER 9 – P. 74 – 89 / 99 – 117

Near Christmastime, a classmate named Cecil Jacobs taunts Scout with the news that Atticus is defending a black man. Atticus asks Scout to promise to "'hold your head high, and keep those fists down.…Try fighting with your head for a change,'" — a promise Scout tries to uphold, with limited success. Uncle Jack Finch comes for Christmas as he does every year; Scout and her family spend Christmas at Finch's Landing with Aunt Alexandra and her family. Alexandra's grandson, Francis, begins teasing Scout about Atticus defending a black man. She attacks Francis and is punished by Uncle Jack, who had warned her not to fight or curse. Christmas evening, she and Uncle Jack talk, and she explains to him where he went wrong in his discipline. The chapter ends as Scout overhears Atticus and Uncle Jack talking about Tom Robinson's trial, which will start soon.
CHAPTER 10 – P. 89 – 99 / P. 118 – 131

Jem and Scout lament the fact that "Atticus was feeble: he was nearly fifty." The children believe that Atticus' "advanced" age keeps him from doing the sorts of things other children's fathers do. Their view of their father changes when they see him shoot a mad dog.  They find out that, although he does not like guns or enjoy shooting for sport, he is a very accurate shot and at one time was considered the deadest shot in Maycomb County.
CHAPTER 11 – P. 99 – 112 / P. 132 – 149

As Tom Robinson's trial grows closer, Jem and Scout endure more slurs against their father. When their neighbor Mrs. Dubose, a mean, elderly woman confined to a wheel chair, makes a particularly stinging remark, Jem retaliates by destroying some of her flowers. Of course, Atticus hears what happened and he makes Jem apologize to Mrs. Dubose, letting her decide his punishment. Jem is sentenced to read to Mrs. Dubose after school for one month. Scout chooses to accompany Jem. Shortly after Jem is relieved from duty, Mrs. Dubose dies. Only then does Atticus tell the children that Mrs. Dubose was very sick and fighting an extremely valiant battle against addiction.
