The story we are going to read is a memoir called “Night.”  It takes place during World War II, specifically during the years of 1944 and 1945, when the author and his father were prisoners in Nazi concentration camps.  In order to understand the book, it is necessary to learn (or refresh your memory) about the time period.  This WebQuest will help you do that.
Activity #2:  Historical Context -- After viewing the animated map, respond here.  What did you already know?  What new information did you learn?  What did you find most shocking?  What do you wonder?

Activity #3:  Holocaust Vocabulary – click through the Quizlet flash cards and record the definitions in your Glossary of Places, Terms, and Vocabulary” handout.  You will need to refer to these definitions while reading the book.

Activity #4:  Holocaust Milestones -- Copy only the bold items from the timeline onto your bookmark study guide.

Activity #5:  Label Your Map – Use this map to label the map in your bookmark study guide.  *Do not trace Elie’s route; we will revisit that later.

Activity #6:  Judaism Vocabulary – click through the Quizlet flash cards and record the definitions in your Glossary of Places, Terms, and Vocabulary” handout.  You will need to refer to these definitions while reading the book.

Activity #7:  Nobel Peace Prize – During and after reading the book, we will talk more about the fact that Elie Wiesel was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize. It is important for you to know what that is and what it means to win it.
