QUICKWRITE:  Write as much as you can about a toy you had as a child.  Consider the following questions:

· If it was your favorite, tell why you loved it.  
· If it was not a favorite, tell what you didn’t like about it.  
· Where or from whom did you get this toy?

· What did your toy look like? 
· What did it do?  
· What did you do with it?  
· Did you have a creative use for it, or just play with it as intended?

· What ever happened to it?  

· If you still have it, where is it?

· Is this toy still made today?

· What memories do you have of this toy?
